
CONSTRUCTING THE H8- 2000  
Some helpful notes and pictures for constructing the Heathkit H8 clone using my new PCBs

This system is powered by a  MicroATX 320 watt power supply which is plugged into my redesigned  backplane/motherboard. No
voltage regulators are needed in any of the  installed cards because of the regulated power source from the MicroATX  

power supply. When using this setup a bare wire should be soldered  between the voltage - in and voltage - out pads of all 
regulators for all PCBs.

First  thing you need to do is find a suitable chassis to house the H8 - 2000  cards. My H8 - 2000 is built using a stripped 
down H8 chassis from one of  my spare Heathkit H8 computers. An alternative approach would be to use  a PC tower or mini -
